In simpleiterms. that
means that the grammar and many of the most frequent words are Germanic, and the more
formal or technical vocabulary is Latinate. The linguistic mixture is a result o historical evenls.
But the simple historical facts appear not 1o explain everything about the development ol the
language. One interesting question is why the British did not learn Latin from the Romans.
